All around BSLS, students and teachers will be collecting used markers that are 
ready to be discarded. Please help support our efforts by sending your kids in 
with any used markers you may have around the house- even non-Crayola 
brands! Highlighters and dry erase markers can also be included. Drop-off boxes 
will be located around the school for your child to deposit the markers. 
 
Thank you in advance for participating! With the help of parents like you across 
the country, the Crayola ColorCycle program can continue to keep tons of plastic 
out of landfills each year.
